· Exhibit an original computer-designed series along a concept including video and individual cells/digital prints

· Curate an exhibition along a concept in the Foster-Tanner Fine Arts Gallery

· Fashion show of your original designs along a concept
(5 designs minimum with video and/or 5 sketches and fabric samples minimum)
